· Winners may be included as featured soloists on concerts.

· Awards are renewable.

· Eligibility criteria must be met to receive the award.

· Applicant must have the consent of high school teacher, parent, and private teacher to apply.

· Award periods will be September through December, January through May, and May through August.

Eligibility: 
· Preferred applicant is a high school sophomore or junior to apply for the following season and a junior or senior in high school during the award period.  (We may consider mature younger students.)

· Preferred applicant will be participating in a high school music program in Illinois.  (We may consider a mature student in junior high).

· Applicant must have a high level of musicianship and musical maturity.

· Applicant/Award Winner must be able to attend all rehearsals and performances.

· Applicant must audition on the date announced.
